I registered on time but I have not heard from my child's coach. Who should I contact?
All our coaches are encouraged to call their players by June 30. If you don’t receive a call by June 30, contact the division coordinator for your child's division. Division coordinator contact information can be found on our web site www.tscil.org.


I registered late, how long does it take to have my child assigned to a team?
It may take 1-4 week to process late registrations. Please be sure to include complete and accurate registration information with signature and full payment to avoid additional delays. 

At what age can my child start participating in the TSC soccer program?
Your child must be four years of age by September 1.
Is it too late to register my child for this soccer season?
Check the registration dates on our web site. We encourage everyone to register, even if the deadline has passed. However, the longer you wait to register the less chance your child has of being guaranteed to be placed on a team.

Will my child have to do any fundraising to participate in the TSC soccer program?
NO! However we do encourage you to visit our concession stand and ask parents to volunteer. The concession stand generates revenue for the programs so we can keep our fees low and not ask our players to raise money.

How long is the season?
The season runs for ten weeks, from August 22 – October 28. All teams will play 2 practice games and 12 regular season games. 


When are the games played?
Tuesdays, Thursdays, and Saturdays. Weekday games will take place on Tuesday and or Thursday at 6 p.m., 7:15 p.m. and 8:30 p.m. Only the U15 and U18 divisions will play at 8:30 p.m. Saturday games are played at 9 a.m., 10:15 a.m., 11:30 a.m. and 12:45 PM. All teams will have at least five weeknight games. Depending on the number of teams and field availability, some teams may have more week night games.

Where are the games played?
All games are played at the Tri-Township Park in Troy Illinois. See division game schedule and field map to locate game times and locations.

What is the required amount of time that my child should play each game?
Our rules state that each player must play 50% of time during practice and regular season games. The Troy Soccer club is a recreational soccer program.

The weather looks bad, is my game being played today?
The decision to cancel games will be made 30 minutes prior to the start of each game. Check this web site or call our information line (618-667-0241) for important announcements regarding game delays and cancellations. 

It is raining! Why are games being played?
Games will be played during light to moderate rain showers. However, if lightening is detected, games will most likely be cancelled or delayed 30 minutes until the lightening has passed. During days with bad weather check our web site (www.tscil.org) and or information Line (618-667-0241) for game delay or cancellation information.



My game was cancelled because of bad weather. Will the game be rescheduled?
Yes. If time, weather and field availability permits, all games will be rescheduled. Check our web site or talk to your coach.

How often is practice?
The Troy Soccer Club encourages coaches to have at least one practice a week. Practices are generally held during the week in the early evening hours and usually last for about 60 to 90 minutes. Speak to your coach for more specifics.

Where will my team have practice?
Your coach will determine where and when practices take place.

Does my child need any special equipment to play soccer?
Every player is required to provide and wear shin guards during practice and games. A player may not practice or play in games without them. We encourage players to wear soccer spikes but they are not required. Baseball spikes are not permitted because of the front toe spike. Coaches may ask each player to bring a soccer ball to each practice. It’s important to send a water bottle or drink with your child to each practice and game so they stay properly hydrated.

I missed the uniform distribution, how can I get a uniform for my child?
You must contact your coach. Uniforms for all assigned players will be provided to the team coach.
  
I would like to be a referee for the TSC soccer program. Who should I contact?
Complete the appropriate section on the registration form or contact the TSC referee coordinator.

The referee at my child's game made several bad calls how can I complain?
Most of our referees are children and young adults. We require all of our referee’s to complete our referee training class and pass a general knowledge test. As with any sport there will be, or what might appear to be, a bad call from time-to-time. Under no circumstance is a spectator, parent, coach or player permitted to abuse, verbally or physically, any of the referees. Abuse will not be tolerated. If you feel a referee's performance or conduct is in doubt, report the incident immediately to a TSC board member Referees are reviewed from time-to-time by our Board members and corrections for improvement are made when deemed appropriate. Input from coaches and parents (calm and rational input) are taken seriously and reviewed by the appropriate board members.
 

My child did not get the uniform size that we requested on the registration form, why?

The troy soccer club must order our uniforms before the registration process is complete. We use manufacture recommendations and previous registration uniform data in an effort to order uniforms that fit properly, in some cases you may receive a uniform larger them what you requested. If you have received a uniform that is too small please contact your coach.
